Steering Committee (Mitzi Kline)
· Mitzi explained the transition from a Steering Committee to a Board of Directors
· This change is needed to help transition COPIN into a 501(c)3

· Anyone is able to be a part of COPIN, but the bylaws state that only a PIO can serve on the Board of Directors. This decision was made because COPIN hopes to serve as a professional development and networking resource to PIOs and therefore should be directed by people serving in PIO roles at their prospective agencies.
· A special thanks to Janice Piscitelli from Mt Carmel, Mike Pannell from Franklin County Emergency Management and Susan Tilgner from Franklin County Board of Health. These Steering Committee members are no longer part of the Board either do to time restrictions or because they are not employed as PIOs.

Letter of Agreement Overview (Susan Geier)

· The LOAs spell out the expectations between COPIN and jurisdictions and COPIN and the jurisdiction’s employees

Steps of COPIN Call Out Process (Sgt. Rich Weiner)
· Rich explained items included in the Calling on COPIN brochure
· To call out COPIN (24 hours a day, seven days a week) dial 614-462-6303
· This number will be answered by Poison Control Center staff, but is dedicated for COPIN use
· The packets included a laminated card with the phone number on it for COPIN members to keep handy during emergencies
Overview of new Web site and Store (Kim Smith)
· COPIN has a new web site www.copinworks.org
· This will be where you can find all information regarding a COPIN (i.e. agendas, minutes, schedules, plans, etc.)
